The historical importance of Charles Brockden Brown has been too much emphasized by

many critics of American literature.

Brilliant titles such as the father of the American novel,

the first professional writer and a forerunner of the American Rennaissance have been put

upon this dark-oriented Gothicist.

His works, however, six in all except incomplete ones,

haven't been studied so much as we would expect from his fame.
The following is a reading of his most famous work, Wieland; or The Transformation —
An American Tale (1798) as a manifestation of Brown’s attitude against the contemporary sen-
